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the previous board, and I thought it would be fun to 
have 2 in a row. I bid 5♠, thinking I was asking partner 
how good his spades were. I forgot that when there is 
only one unbid suit, a jump to 5 of a major asks partner 
if he has first or second round control of that suit. He 
passed and put down this dummy:

♠ K Q x
♥ J x x
♦ Q x
♣ A K Q 10 x

The ace of spades was behind the dummy’s K Q x, so I 
went down one. Since I don’t want to repeat this error, I 
started thinking about how I could have known what to 
do. Here’s what I came up with.

My spades are so weak that 5♠ could easily be too 
high.

Partner has denied having 4 spades or 4 hearts, so he 
must have a real club suit. Since I have a singleton 
club, some of partner’s values are probably going to be 
useless. Even if his clubs can be used for discards, the 
opponents may be able to cash their tricks before I can 
take the discards.

The combined high card count should be 30 or 31. 
When the count is that high, sometimes the hand will 
make as many tricks in notrump as in a suit. On this 
hand, even 4♠ could go down with a 4–1 trump break, 
but in notrump you have the additional option of setting 
up the clubs.

Having considered all these points, I think the correct 
bid over 3♠ is 3NT. ♣

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Advanced Cue-bidding
Gerald Koonce

I love to cue bid. Probably too much so, some people 
would say. But it is often the best way to determine 
whether you can make a slam or not, even when you 
don’t have any first-round controls to show.

Take this deal, from the Little Rock tournament 
knockouts:

Dlr: South
Vul: East–West

♠ Q 9 3
♥ 8 5 4 2
♦ A
♣ A J 9 8 7

♠ J ♠ 10 7 2
♥ A 10 9 7 6 ♥ K Q J
♦ J 9 7 5 ♦ K 10 8 3 2
♣ 4 3 2 ♣ 10 5

♠ A K 8 6 5 4
♥ 3
♦ Q 6 4 
♣ K Q 6

Bidding:

S W N E
1♠ P 2♣* P
2♠ P 3♠ P
4♣ P 4♦ P
4♥ P 5♠ P
6♠ All Pass

* Game forcing

Opening Lead: ♥A

I was South and Suzanne Siebert was North. In the 
version of 2/1 we were playing, her 3♠ just agreed on 
spades as trumps, it did not show anything extra.

But I liked my club fit, so I decided to tell her about it by 
cue-bidding 4♣ on the way to game. This made 
Suzanne’s hand look better, so she cue-bid 4♦. I liked 
that, so I chose to cue-bid another second-round 
control with 4♥.

That was what Suzanne wanted to hear, so she jumped 
to 5♠ to ask me about the quality of my trumps. A 
holding of six to the AK certainly qualified as sufficient 

for slam. There was nothing to the play, and we soon 
were chalking up an 11–IMP gain.

Note that this is a 25 HCP slam. And I didn’t even need 
the ♦Q. ♠
