


RHO leads the inevitable diamond which we win
immediately with the Ace. Now what? If we ruff a club
with dummy’s little trump, how do we get off dummy?
Also we would then be unable to finesse for the Queen
of spades. Oh what a mess! But a glimmer appears?
Maybe both the heart and spade suits are 3—2. Each
alone is 65%, so both are 42% (0.65 x 0.65). Not great
but in fact the odds are better than this. The heart suit
is not 1—4 (as West would likely have led a singleton)
and we likely need the spade suit to be 3—2 anyway to
avoid 2 trump losers. So let’s go for it.

We play two rounds of trumps expecting to leave their
Queen of spades outstanding while we play the good
heart suit. We need the player with the outstanding
Queen of spades to have started with at least a 3-card
heart suit. When they ruff the 4th round we can pitch
another loser, making the contract. Well it's a plan.
Maybe not a great plan. But it's the best we can see—
and we must always have a plan, mustn’t we?

So back to reality, we play the King and Ace of spades,
and what's this, the Queen of spades falls—unexpected
good news. Now we play the Jack of spades drawing
all the trumps and run the heart suit, making 6!' So you
wipe the perspiration off your brow rather pleased with
yourself, until RHO says, “Why did you take so long?—
it was an easy hand—after all you made two
overtricks”! a

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Proposed Constitution
Article I. Name of the Club

Section 1. The name of this club shall be the LITTLE ROCK DUPLICATE BRIDGE CLUB (the “Club”), and is formed
as a not-for-profit association in accordance with the laws of the State of Arkansas.

Article Il. Scope and Purpose of the Club

Section 1. The purpose of the Club shall be to operate and maintain a club for members, guests, and newcomers to
participate in bridge games sanctioned by the American Contract Bridge League and to promote the game of bridge in
the city of Little Rock and central Arkansas and to conduct such activities as may be necessary or incidental to its
general objectives.

Section 2. No member shall receive any monetary gain from membership in the Club except as specifically provided in
the By-Laws.

Section 3. The Club shall be self-governing within the limits of its authority.

Section 4. The Club shall be non-profit, non-sectarian, and non-partisan and will not discriminate as to race, creed, or
national origin.

Article lll. Membership

Section 1. Eligibility for membership in the Club shall be upon such terms and conditions as the Board of Directors
may prescribe, and the Board shall have the power to revoke or suspend membership. Games and tournaments
conducted by the Club are open to the public.

Article IV. Officers, Board of Directors, and Elections

Section 1. The affairs of the Club shall be administered by the Board of Directors, which Board shall consist of eight
(8) members and the President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer. The immediate past president, Club
Manager, and Lead Director shall be ex-officio members of the Board with voting privileges.

Section 2. A majority of the Board shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business.

Section 3. The officers shall be elected for a one-year term and the other members of the Board for a two-year term.
Terms of directors shall be staggered so as to require the elections of only four (4) directors each year.

(a) The President and Vice President may not serve more than two (2) consecutive terms in the same office.
(b) Elected directors shall serve on a rotating schedule and may not serve more than two (2) consecutive terms.

Section 4. Officers and directors shall be elected by the club membership in December of each year and assume
office on January 1st following their election.

Article V. Amendments

Section 1. Amendments to the Constitution may be made at the annual membership meeting or any special meeting of
the Club, provided ten days notice in writing has been given to all members announcing the proposed revision.

Section 2. A two-thirds majority of all members present and voting shall be required to pass any amendment.

Proposed By-Laws

Article 1. Elections
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Section 1. On or before November 1st of each year the President shall appoint a nominating committee of three (3)
members to select candidates for President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, and Board of Directors.

Section 2. Elections shall be held in the manner prescribed by the Board of Directors.

Article Il. Meetings
Section 1. The annual meeting of the members shall be held in December.
Section 2. The Board of Directors normally meets monthly at a time and place to be specified by the President.

Section 3. Special meetings of the membership may be called by the President, or upon written request of not less
than a majority of the Board of Directors, or upon written request of not less than twenty per cent (20%) of the
members in good standing.

Article lll. Membership
Section 1. Dues and game fees shall be in such amounts as the Board of Directors may from time to time prescribe.

Section 2. Each member in good standing shall be entitled to one vote, hold office, participate in activities, and receive
benefits provided by the Club.

Section 3. For the purpose of this article, a member shall be considered in good standing if he/she is not under
suspension by the Club or ACBL and has met all financial obligations of membership.

Article IV. Board of Directors

Section 1. The Board of Directors is the governing body of the Club, and the President is the executive head that puts
into operation and carries out the Board’s instructions.

Section 2. In the event of a vacancy occurring on the Board of Directors from death or any other cause, the Board
shall have the authority to appoint a member of the Club to fill said unexpired term.

Section 3. Indemnification Rights. Every person who was or is a party or is threatened to be made a party to or is
involved in any action, suit, or proceedings (whether civil, criminal, administrative, or investigative) by reason of the
fact that he or she is or was a director, officer, or agent of the Club, or is or was serving at the request of the Club as a
director, officer, or agent of another corporation or as the club manager or a club director, or as its representative in a
partnership, joint venture, trust, or other enterprise, shall be indemnified and held harmless to the fullest extent legally
permissible under and pursuant to any procedure specified in the Arkansas Nonprofit Corporation Act of 1993, as
amended from time to time, against all expenses, liabilities, and losses (including attorney's fees, judgments, fines,
and amounts paid or to be paid in settlement) reasonably incurred or suffered by him or her in connection therewith.
Such right of indemnification shall be a contract right that may be enforced in any lawful manner by such person. Such
right of indemnification shall not be exclusive of any other right which such director, officer, or agent may have or
hereafter acquire and, without limiting the generality of such statement, any such person shall be entitled to his or her
respective rights of indemnification under any agreement, provision of law, or otherwise, as well as their rights under
this paragraph.

Section 4. Insurance. The Board of Directors may cause the Club to purchase and maintain insurance on behalf of any
person who is or was a director, officer, or agent of the Club, or is or was serving at the request of the Club as a
director, officer, or agent of another corporation or as the club manager or a club director, or as its representative in a
partnership, joint venture, trust, or other enterprise, against any liability asserted against such person and incurred in
any such capacity or arising out of such status, whether or not the Club would have the power to indemnify such
person.

Article V. Duties of Officers

Section 1. The President shall preside at all meetings of the Board of Directors. The President shall supervise the

management of the affairs of the Club and perform all other duties incidental to his office. The President shall be a

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member ex-officio of all committees and shall be Chairman of the Board of Directors. The President is authorized to
enter into contracts or leases as approved by the Board of Directors.

Section 2. The Vice President shall assume the duties of the President in his absence or inability to act.

Section 3. The Secretary shall keep the books and records of the Club, including minutes of all regular and special
meetings, and shall handle all official and such other correspondence as may be directed by the President or the
Board of Directors, and the secretary shall perform all such other duties as may be incidental to the office.

Section 4. The Treasurer shall have the care and custody of and responsibility for all funds, securities, and property of
the Club, and shall deposit the funds in such bank as may be designated by the Board of Directors. The Treasurer
shall make accurate accounting of all funds received or disbursed by or on behalf of the Club and provide accurate
and complete written reports of all financial activity of the Club in such manner as requested by the Board of Directors,
and shall submit a financial report at the annual membership meeting and at each meeting of the Board of Directors.
The Treasurer shall maintain an updated signature card with the Treasurer's name and President’s name on all bank
accounts. The Board of Directors shall be responsible for establishing a limit on disbursements by the Treasurer. The
Board must approve disbursement amounts in excess of that limit. The Treasurer shall procure and maintain liability
and other insurance as directed by the Board of Directors. The Treasurer shall purchase adequate supplies for the
functioning of the Club.

Article V1. Committees

Section 1. The President, subject to confirmation by the Board of Directors, may appoint such committees as from time
to time may be necessary to conduct the affairs of the Club.

Section 2. There shall be two or more standing committees appointed by the President, with the consent and approval
of the Board of Directors. The committee chairman will provide minutes of the meeting to the Secretary of the Board.

Conduct and Ethics

The Conduct and Ethics committee, composed of five (5) members, one of whom shall be a member of the Board of
Directors, shall receive and act upon all written allegations of violations of ethics and/or conduct. Upon receipt of such
allegations, the committee shall hear input from all affected parties. Any disciplinary action recommending suspension
must be referred to the Board of Directors for review and approval.

Education and Membership

The Education and Membership Committee will encourage attendance at Club sponsored games and contact people
who have expressed an interest in bridge. The Education and Membership committee will implement policies and
educational programs to ensure the continued and progressive development of members.

Article VIII. Order of Business

The order of business at meetings shall be as prescribed by the Board.

Article IX. Rules of Order

Roberts Rules of Order, Revised, shall be accepted as the governing authority for this organization in all matters not
specifically covered by the Constitution and By-Laws.

Article X. Quorum

Any number of members present at the annual membership meeting or any special meeting of the Club shall
constitute a quorum for the transaction of business.

Article XI. These By-Laws may be amended by an affirmative vote of two thirds (2/3) of the Board of Directors. All
other existing Club By-Laws are hereby revoked. Proxy votes for amendment purposes are not permitted. »

Bid Analysis: See Question section below for
suggested responses to strong 24 opening. East might
want to interfere by bidding 2v and 3 if doubled (but |
wouldn’t advise it). If they let you play 3w, you'll get a
good board, but reverse partner’'s majors and you
won't. South bids 2, waiting. North shows spade suit.
At this point, 3a by South would say | have slam
interest and at least two tricks for you. 4a says | don’t
have slam interest and may only have one king in my
hand. North only has three losers and there is a chance
that South can cover two of them. Even if South only
has three spades and not the king, the king may drop
singleton. If worst comes to worst, South has only one
king and you may have to rely on the heart finesse.
There are more positives to bidding 6a than negatives.
So, North goes through Blackwood to find out if South
has 2 kings (South could have a singleton king and
decided to devalue the hand). If South has two kings,
6NT should be safe and once again 7NT may depend
on heart finesse. (if 7NT can be made easily, then
South would probably have bid 34, not 4a). South has
one king, so we settle for 6a and hope for the best.

Your lead? Suggested opening lead: club 10 or
diamond 5.

Lead analysis: | would be surprised on this auction if
partner had the diamond ace. You generally should not
bid 5NT if you don’t have all the aces. Top of sequence
looks safe.

Plan your play. Play analysis: This is a tough hand to
play, but it will help you get used to thinking of different
distribution possibilities. You have 7 spades, 1 heart, 1
diamond, and 2 clubs. You need one trick. Your options
are the heart finesse and setting up a long diamond.
You have 3 entries to the dummy, so if diamonds are
3-3 or 4-2 or if West has 5 or 6 diamonds, that is your
safest 12th trick. You can always fall back on the heart
finesse if East has 5 or 6 diamonds. Win the first trick
and play spade ace. Even if spades are 2-0, play
