Bid Analysis: My general position is never play 5 of a 
minor unless it’s right. This hand is one of a small 
percentage of hands that can make 5 of a minor and 
not 3NT against good defense. East and West both 
have an opportunity to bid no trump, but should 
suppress the urge on this hand. How do you know? 
Well, on this hand, East should not bid 1NT because of 
no spade or diamond stopper. West is obviously lacking 
in diamonds and while 2♠ tends to show five hearts, it 
allows East to bid no trump with a diamond stopper. 
Worse things can happen than playing in a 4–3 heart 
fit. West’s jump to 5♣ may be a bit aggressive, but 
does have 15 points in support of clubs. 

Lead analysis: Suggest diamond jack. Top of a 
sequence in unbid suit. Distant second choice would be 
a club. Except in a few cases, a trump lead should be 
avoided if there is a reason to lead something else. 

Play analysis: Declarer has 3 diamond losers and 2 
spade losers. 2 diamonds can be trumped in dummy. 
You can eliminate 2 spades losers on hearts if a spade 
is not lead at trick one or two. Even then you should 
make your contract. If South doesn’t lead spade at trick 
2, trump a diamond, heart to king, trump a diamond, 
call trumps, play heart jack and spade to board for 2 
heart winners sluffing 2 spades. Catch 1 spade, 4 

hearts, and 7 clubs. If spade is led, play queen losing to 
king. When gaining the lead play a diamond, so you 
can ruff a couple. Don’t take second spade finesse. 
Even though it works, you don’t need it. Heart Jack is 
overtaken on board to discard spade. NOTE: If East 
plays 3NT and South leads diamond jack, North should 
overtake at trick one to unblock or 3NT makes (hard to 
do).

Bid Analysis: West can tell partner about the second 
suit and see how that affects partner’s hand. East only 
has 7 HCP and 1 doubleton, but they should now be 
considered good points. The hearts will help partner’s 
second suit and the club ace is much better than ‘K J’ 
would be (consider if partner had a singleton).

Lead analysis: Suggest diamond 3. Generally speaking, 
it’s seldom correct to lead a trump; also, if partner had 
queen third and declarer can finesse either way, you 
have taken the guess away. West’s second suit is 
hearts, so that’s out. Remember: RULE: (Unless I have 
jack high in 4 suits, I follow this rule) Never lead from a 
jack in an unbid suit against a suit contract unless it is 
top of sequence. That leaves diamonds and lead of 3rd 
or 4th best from a queen or king is oftentimes a good 
lead. Anything but a diamond is Russian roulette.

Play analysis: This is an easy hand to play. Call trumps, 
take your tricks off the top discarding a diamond on 4th 
heart, and trump a diamond. If the defense doesn’t 
cash two diamonds immediately, you should catch 11 
tricks. ♥
