How do you think auction should go? Suggested
Auction:

Bid Analysis: East’'s 1¥ shows opening hand with five
hearts. West's 14 shows 6—12 points and at least four
spades. East’'s 1NT shows less than 15 HCP, denies
four spades, and should have no singleton or void.
RULE (which | bend sometimes) TO OVERCALL
VULNERABLE (maybe even non-vulnerable) AT THE
TWO LEVEL, YOU NEED AN OPENING HAND AND A
GOOD SUIT. South should not bid 2&. You may miss a
partial, but you will be many match points ahead
following this rule. West has a minimum hand and even
distribution except for partner’s opened suit, so just
pass 1NT. If South bids 2&, pass. You probably have a
better chance of setting 2& than making 2NT and
partner may think 2NT is invitational and bid 3NT.

Your lead? Suggested opening lead: Club 4

Lead analysis: 4th from highest in longest and
strongest.

Plan your play. Play analysis: The play on this hand is
tough, so if you get lost, that’s normal. You get
complicated hands every time you play and sometimes
you don’t know what to do. But you have to take a
position and play your cards. You need to get used to
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playing part scores where you have to scramble for
your tricks and be patient. Declarer has one heart, one
diamond, and two clubs. Some work to be done. Using
rule of 11, North has two cards above the club 4, one of
which may be an honor. If South had Q J, then he may
have led Queen. Duck first trick. North should realize
that South has opening hand (West-7, North-5, East-14
maximum—Ileaves 14 minimum for South). Using rule
of 11, North should know that East only has one card
above the 4. If South has club A Q, North should lead a
club (I considered a low spade which would be right if
South held K J 9 x, but decided to lead back partner’'s
suit). Now, East figures to catch three clubs if
opponents lead clubs by finessing South for the club
Queen. If they lead spades, then we can catch at least
one spade, so declarer should avoid leading spades.
Don’'t want to lead a heart from East, so let’s hope that
South has diamond King or they split 3—-3. Ace of
diamonds brings good news when Jack is played. Low
diamond to King and South has a lead problem, but
might as well lead clubs. We have three possible
entries with spade King, and two heart honors, so we
can set up fifth club. Declarer wins club 10, and leads
low diamond to 10. Declarer has now caught four tricks
and you have the top heart, diamond, and club. Lead
low heart from East. The defense will eventually have
to lead to you and you can scramble home with seven
tricks.

Summary: 1NT by East should catch seven tricks.
Questions: What is rule of 11?

Answer: When opening lead is fourth best, you subtract
the card led from 11 and that's how many cards in other
three hands that are above that card. In today’s hand, 4
from 11 leaves 7. West has four, East has one, and
North has two. East knows that North has two cards
above the 4 and North knows that East has one above
thed. v
