Bid Analysis: With 15-17 | recommend having stoppers
in three suits before opening 1NT. East barely has
enough to make a take-out double. | don’t recommend
it on this hand, but it's not a terrible bid. South makes a
simple raise which shows 6 bad 10 and at least 3—card
support in major or 5—card support in a minor. North
has 16 HCP and 1 for distribution (or length), so invites
with 3a. Trust your partner to bid 4a with 8—10 or
tricks. This is a partnership game. Jumping to 4a with
this hand would be a BAD bid.

Figure you can catch 5 spades and 2 hearts. Partner
needs 3 tricks to make game. South has 6 HCP and 1
for distribution. Even with extra trump, that’s not the top
of 6-10.

Your lead? Suggested opening lead: heart Queen

Lead analysis: Spade might finesse partner.
Sometimes, it is ok to lead from A—Q if 3 other suits
have been bid and neither opponent mentioned no
trump, but not on this auction.

RULE: (Unless | have jack high in 4 suits, | follow this
rule) Never lead from a jack in an unbid suit against a
suit contract unless it is top of sequence. That leaves
hearts which is top of a 2 card sequence with the 9-8

behind it.

The heart is, therefore, far and away the correct lead on
this hand, regardless of whether it works or not.

Plan your play. Play analysis: Declarer’s potential
losers are 1 heart, 3 diamonds, 2 clubs. If East has
diamond and/or club ace, then a loser goes away in
those suits by finessing East for each minor ace. We
can also trump a diamond in dummy. IF all this works,
we should be in 4a. We always need to consider timing
and transportation, so lead a diamond at trick 2. That
works, so lead another diamond getting ready to ruff
one. Defense should lead a heart and you now try
trumps, pulling them in three rounds. Trump a diamond
and give up a heart. Ruff the red suit return and lead a
club from North and play the king. Everything worked
except that and we make 3.

(NOTE: if the opening lead is a club and defense slips,
you have timing to set up a club for a discard and make
