Internet Bridge—Part 2
Jim Gauntt

The first article on internet bridge focused on the basics 
of getting started with BBO. That was enough to get 
some started with BBO. This article will continue with 
more detail on the actual play on BBO, with asides to 
discuss some important topics. We’ll put it in the 
context of a session such as playing in one of the ACBL 
events. 

If you are a newcomer to online bridge, parts of this 
article may be easier to understand if you are 
signed on to BBO as you read it.

Warning: computer speak – when you see a rectangle 
pop up on your screen, that’s a “window”. You glance at 
the window to see whether it requires action, and you 
can then “close” the window by clicking with your 
mouse on the “X” in the upper right hand corner, or you 
can go back to what you were doing before by clicking 
outside that window on the previous one. If you do that 
you will see the title of the new window on the bottom 
bar of the screen and you can see the window again 
later by clicking on that title.

Assume that you are playing in an ACBL tournament. 
You are in the “lobby” of the tournament and have 
registered to play with a partner. Now you need to post 
a “convention card”. 

Your convention card

Aside: Some members have had problems setting up a 
convention card. Setting up a card will take a little time 
so you probably want to do it before entering a 
tournament.

There are two methods for setting up your convention 
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system, and then “Use” to post your card.

card: If you click on the button that says “CONV” at the 
bottom of the BBO screen you’ll see a couple of 
options. Probably the more straight forward method is 
to select “SHOW OLD STYLE CC WINDOW”. You’ll 
see a window pop up in the upper left hand corner that 
shows a form similar to the ACBL convention card that 
you use at the club. You can simply fill in that form, 
or you can call up an example and modify that to fit 
your preferences. Click “OPEN” at the bottom of 
that window and you’ll see the convention cards for 
BBO basic and BBO advanced. If you play Standard 
American, click on BBO basic. If you play 2 over 1, 
select BBO advanced. Edit the card to fit your system, 
and then “SAVE” it, giving it a new name.

The second method is the new FD (Full Disclosure) 
system BBO has introduced that automatically alerts 
your bids and you may want to experiment with it. To 
try it, click on “CONV” and then “WORK CONVENTION 
CARD”. Again a new window will open. Click on 
“OPEN” to see the FD cards that you have on your pc. 
Again, select the system—BBO Basic or BBO 
advanced—that is closest to your own system by 
clicking on it. Then click on “Show Selected CC” to see 
a summary of the conventions. Click on “Manage 
Conventions” to see your list of possible conventions. 
Click on each of the conventions you use, highlighting 
each convention, and when you are through, review the 
highlighted conventions carefully, and click on “File” 
and “Save as”, giving your card a new name. The FD 
system is interesting, but if you use gadgets that are 
not provided in the list, setting those gadgets up for the 
FD system is painful and beyond the scope of this 
article.

Having set up your card, after you’ve registered for a 
tournament (or been “seated” at a table in another 
session), you can post your convention card by clicking 
on “CONV”. If you set up the old style card, select 
“Show Old Style CC Window”, click on “Open”, click on 
the card you set up, and, finally, click on the button 
“USE” at the bottom of the window. You should then 
see a window pop-up that says your convention card is 
posted. Note that there are buttons at the bottom of the 
window for “Ours” and “Theirs”. During play you can 
review the cards for your pair and also for your 
opponents if they have posted the old style card. If 
you’ve used the FD system, click on “CONV”, then 
“Work CC”, “Open” to see the FD choices, click on your
