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default is 2 days, but you can change that.)

For each board, you can see the “Bridge Movie” of that
hand, or you can view the traveler for that board to see
the results of others playing the board (and, if you wish,
you can see the bridge movies of the bidding and play
of the other players). Click on the “Movie” of a board
you want to review and the “Bridge Movie” of that board
opens.

The initial screen shows the hands for each player and
the bidding. Review this as long as you wish, and then
discover an incredible tool! You can step through the
hand one trick at a time by clicking on the triangle at the
bottom of the screen that points to the right. This allows
you to see the key plays on defense or by the declarer.
The first time you review a board, however, before the
opening lead find the button at the bottom of the screen
that says “GIB” and click on it. Select the option to
“Show double dummy analysis”. You may have to wait,
but GIB will analyze all possible plays and will show for
each card of the opening leader the result that is
possible if that card is played. A green box on a card
with a number in it means that the lead of that card will
make it possible to make the contract. The number
indicates to possible number of overtricks. A red box
shows cards that make it possible to set the contract! If
you step through slowly, GIB will show the results
possible for each trick. You can see the best line of
attack for both the declarer and for the defense. Since
the results are double dummy, the best approach GIB
shows may not be the approach that a good player who
does not see all the cards will take.

We've reached the end of the session now. You've
been taken from the preparation of the convention card
through the play of the boards and the analysis of your
results. | hope these comments will make your online
play easier and a better experience. Obviously, there is
a lot we haven'’t seen in these two articles, but perhaps
this will help some get past the intimidation of computer
based bridge! &
