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held in Vicksburg January 9-11 2009. As a special
incentive to compete, Unit 161 is awarding a stipend of
$100 to each B and C pair that qualifies in the Unit
Round and then also competes in the District Level
competition. Top Qualifier in the C Bracket will receive
5% Gold and the rest Red points.

At the District level, in districts with four qualifiers, the
1st and 2nd place qualifiers will receive $700 per
person and the 3rd place qualifiers will receive $300
per person. The 4th place qualifiers will be invited to
participate in the national level finals, but will not
receive any prize. (Awards will be given after competing
at the National level). Even if you do not win at the
District level you may still win the stipends to attend the
Nationals. In the past few years the top Qualifiers at the
District level have not been able to attend the Nationals
so the next pair automatically moves up.
