This interesting hand came up in a knockout event at 
the Paducah Regional:

Non-Vul vs Vul
♠ A 10 x x
♥ A Q 10
♦ A Q
♣ 10 x x x

Left hand opponent (LHO) opened 1♣ Precision 
(showing at least 16 HCP). Partner bid 1♠ and RHO 
doubled (showing 0–5 HCP). Your bid?

I chose 3NT, thinking 10 tricks wouldn’t be available. All 
passed.

The diamond 4 was led and the board hit with:

♠ Q x x x x
♥ x x
♦ x x
♣ K J 9 x

Your play to make 3NT!

Admittedly this takes some luck. I won the diamond 
Queen and, playing RHO for his only points to be the 
club Queen, I led the deceptive club 10, hoping LHO 
would duck with A x. Fortunately, he did and now it was 
all over but the shouting. I led a spade to my Ace and 
back a spade. LHO cleared the diamonds and the 
remaining cards were:

♣ J 9 x

♥ K J x x ♥ x x x x

♣ A ♣ Q x

On the run of spades LHO had to pitch a heart and a 
diamond and now a club lead put him in and eventually 
he had to lead into my A Q of hearts—making 3NT—for 
a 9 IMP pickup! ♦

From the Director's Corner
Deb Phillips

Recently a question arose at the Club about alerting 
Garbage Stayman.

The 1NT bidder is referred to as “opener” and his/her 
partner is “responder.”

Garbage Stayman is a convention over a 1NT opening 
bid. Responder bids 2♣ over 1NT any time responder 
has at least 4–4 in the majors (even with a very bad 
hand). Opener rebids a 4-card major if he or she has 
one or both. If opener doesn’t have a 4-card major, 
opener rebids 2♦. So far, this is just like regular 
Stayman.

In Garbage Stayman, if opener rebids a major 
responder passes, and if opener rebids 2♦ responder 
passes with 4–4–5–0 or 4–4–4–0 hand shape. 

In a variation of Garbage Stayman widely played at our 
Club known as “roll-out” responder can rebid 2♥ if 
opener rebids 2♦. Opener now knows that responder 
has a weak or very weak hand with at least 4–5 in the 
majors. If opener prefers hearts to spades opener 
passes, and if opener prefers spades to hearts, opener 
bids 2♠ and knows that responder will pass.

When contacted about alerting Garbage Stayman, 
ACBL had this to say:

If responder will always pass after opener rebids, you 
do not have to alert Garbage Stayman.

If responder takes another bid if opener rebids 2♦, 
responder’s 2♥ bid is alterable by opener. This is 

because responder has a specific hand shape and 
point range that opener knows about and the 
opponents don't. ♠

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Ridiculous Contracts and a 
Cousin of Morton’s Fork
Bonnie Melchior

Have you ever been in a ridiculous contract? If the 
answer is “no,” you must not play bridge. Here is one 
that, as ridiculous contracts go, is less ridiculous than 
many. Primarily, the deal is interesting because to 
some extent it illustrates a permutation of Morton’s 
Fork. Loosely, the idea of Morton’s Fork is giving the 
opponents an unlovely choice: Heads, you lose; Tails, I
win. Here, you make the opponents commit to an 
option which you can then counter (not having 
committed before they did).

The bidding is inexplicable. When such bidding lands 
you too high, justice dictates that you get your 
comeuppance, but who wants comeuppance? Better to 
make the contract and apologize to the opponents 
afterwards.

West led the heart Jack, ducked all around, and 
continued the suit, declarer ruffing with the deuce 
(considering whether to ruff high to preserve an entry to 
dummy, but rejecting the idea). There are two 
possibilities: crossruff for 10 tricks or set up the 
diamonds. The opponents can counter the first by 

leading trumps and the second by making you ruff 
again (shortening you to 3 trumps). Make them commit 
first by leading the singleton club! (That’s the Morton’s 
Fork angle.)

What I actually should have done, since the crossruff 
was a much better option, was lead a diamond to the 
King, then lead the club singleton from dummy. East 
was likely to have the Ace (if not both honors) and 
would be more likely to opt for a forcing game (thinking 
he might promote high trumps in his partner’s hand).
However, I was not “with it” and led a club from my 
hand. West popped up with the King and led—the 
diamond 9. Well, that did make things easy (especially 
since it seemed unlikely West had the Queen). If the 
diamond Ace-King lived, I had 10 tricks automatically 
on a crossruff. I cashed both, then—when the Queen
came down—changed courses. I played a spade to my 
hand, ruffed a club, pulled trump, and ran the diamonds 
(making 5 for +450).

The defense did not test me because, if they had led a 
trump, I would have HAD to find that %#@! diamond 
Queen. Still, the principle of making the defense 
commit to a line first illustrates a permutation of 
Morton’s Fork. (It turned out, incidentally, that +170 
would have been a less-stressful, more justly-earned 
top.) I owed our opponents an apology for that unjust 
top and I am sure comeuppance is coming soon. This 
hand reminds me of a doggerel poem:

The rain it raineth every day
Upon the just and unjust fella,
But more upon the just because
The unjust hath the just’s umbrella. ♦

Our Curtis Finch Bridge House treasurer, Dick 
Chapman, has spent countless hours keeping our 
pledges and our payments accurate. He also takes a 
deep breath and makes the payments to Dave 
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counts 2 points, and C player counts 1 point—but with 
the total allowed for a team to be 8 points instead of 7.

I have been disappointed for some time with the turnout 
for the Swiss Teams game on the first Sunday of every 
month. We generally average six tables, of which more 
than half the players are usually A players. It is hard for 
less advanced players because there are not enough B 
or C teams to stratify it and it is difficult for them to win 
with the top-heavy A player representation. 

So after reading the Bulletin articles, I proposed to the 
Club Board that we change the First Sunday Swiss 
Teams game to be an Eight Is Enough game instead. I 
was asked to put an article in the Newsletter soliciting 
whether there is membership interest in this concept.

In the meantime, at the Unit 161 Team Championship 
qualifying at the Club the next week, there were 13 
tables, but only about 6 or 7 A players.

I think the Eight Is Enough concept could generate the 
kind of table count we got for the Team Championship 
while retaining the A players and keep the game fun for 
everyone.

The rules are same as the Unit 161 Team 
Championship with the following additional 
combinations allowed:

• Two A players and two C players

• One A player, two B players, and one C player

• Four B players

I like this because I think it gets more A and B players 
involved while still equalizing the competition. If you 
think the club should try this and you would be willing to 
support it by playing, please let me or any other 
member of the Board know. If you think it is a terrible 
idea, let us know that too.

One possible idea for the stratifications is

A — more than 1500 masterpoints

B — Life Master (or non LM with more than 500 
points) to 1500 points

C — 0–500 non Life Master
