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Play a Hand with Bo

First | would like to mention a guide in bridge playing
which is named Four Steps (RACP): (1) Review
bidding; (2) Analyze lead; (3) Count winners/losers; and
(4) Plan. The purpose of the Four Steps is to collect
information about honor and shape distribution. The
following hand is one example (taken from an online
game of one member of our club).

| am in second seat (South), holding a QT 97 4 2,
v AB, ¢« KQ, » K8 2, and the bidding goes:

S W N E

282 2w P P
24 3 3a All Pass

' 15-17 HCPs balanced
2 Cappelletti, shows one suited hand

The lead is the heart Jack. | see my dummy: & 8 5 3,
vK92 106532, «Q10. Now | do the Four
Steps:

(1) Bidding shows East has 15-17 HCPs with a
balanced hand so West has 4—6 HCPs. West show 5+
hearts and 4+ clubs so he is left with at most 4 cards in
spades and diamonds.

(2) Lead of heart Jack must be from J 10 x x x or

J 10 x x x x so East has heart Q x x or Q x. The rest of
the honors are spade Ace and King, diamond Ace, and
club Ace and King. Three of these honors are in East’s
hand and one of them in West's.

(3) In a trump contract | count losers first: | will lose 2
spades, 1 diamond, and 1 club for sure, and might lose
one more spade and/or one more club. So my result
will be between down 2 to making 3.

(4) Plan: dummy has one or two entries, so my first job
should be to treat trumps. Because West should have
shorter trumps | would like play one trump from dummy
and take finesse of the spade Jack; this way will cover
any 2-2 or 3—1 distribution with singleton small, Ace, or
King in West but will fail if 3—1 distribution with singleton
Jack in West.

Real play: | win the first trick on the table with the heart
King and play spade 3, East plays the 6, | play the 10,
and West wins the King and plays the heart 3 to my

Ace. Now West probably has the singleton spade King
(slight possibility he has spade King and Jack). So |
could avoid losing the third spade if | can play one
spade from dummy again.

Next job is to treat clubs. Since East still holds the
spade Ace and Jack plus the club Ace, | have no
chance to ruff my third club (East will get in and clear
the trumps before | can do that), so the only chance to
avoid losing a second club and reach dummy to play a
second spade is to finesse the club Jack now.
