Real play: | play the spade 6 which declarer takes with
his 10, partner following with the 4 and dummy the 2.

Now declarer stops and takes a long time to think.
Why? He has 11 tricks now. His diamonds must be 3
cards, if he has 5 diamonds he can build a winner in
diamonds (12th). So he has 7 cards in the black suits.
Can he have 3 spades and 4 clubs? No; if so he has
nothing to think about. He should cash winners to play
psychic squeeze or finesse club or take Chinese
finesse' in clubs. He must have 4 spades and 3 clubs.
So he is choosing between spades being split 3—-3 or a
spade/club squeeze and meantime keeping a chance
to finesse in clubs. Of course, | hope he chooses the
squeeze. How to let my play look like | have one more
spade and one less club? Yes, keep my club 2 and
pitch the club 10 in the “squeeze” time. If | do so, will
partner’s pitches reveal the truth? No—he has only two
clubs and three diamonds which are free to pitch, also
he is behind declarer so he will have easy pitches.

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The Flannery Overcall?

A new convention was born at the Bridge House on
Tuesday, October 21, at approximately 9:17 p.m.

| was sitting North, (not vulnerable vs. vulnerable)
holding this motley collection: 4 Q x x, ¥ xx x, ¢ Q X,
# A K x x x. After two passes | decided on a third-seat
lead directing bid of 1. East, on my left, bid 2e. There
was no alert; their convention card identified this bid as
a weak jump overcall. Partner passed and West raised
to 3¢. | passed.

Surprisingly, East now bid 3. Perhaps her 2 ¢ overcall
wasn’t so weak after all and she was possibly showing
a heart stopper and inviting her partner to bid 3NT?

West seemed perplexed by her partner’s bid but, being
a seasoned veteran with flexible instincts, she raised
her partner to 4#. So the auction was:

P P 1% 2¢
P 3e P 3v
P 4e All Pass

Partner led a low diamond and dummy came down
with:

A X

v Jxx

¢ AJ10xx
& QXXX

Declarer called for the diamond Jack and won my
Queen with her King. Declarer played the spade Ace
and followed with a spade ruff in dummy. She then led
the diamond Ace, discarding a club from her hand,
ruffed a diamond (over ruffing me), ruffed a spade,
ruffed another diamond, and ruffed a third spade in
dummy. After conceding two clubs tricks and the heart
Ace, declarer chalked up +620. The full hand is shown
in the next column.

With only 20 HCP between them, our opponents had
earned themselves a top board. West acknowledged
that she was planning on opening 2 ¢ as Flannery, a
conventional bid showing exactly 4 spades and 5
hearts with 11-15 HCP. She did not see my 14
opening, and thus, the Flannery Overcall was born.

If he had led his
heart Ace and continued with a low heart, or if he had
led a club, the suit | bid originally, | would have
switched to trumps after winning a high club. In either
case the contract would fail.

Still, | take great pride in knowing that a new convention
was invented at The Bridge House, and | was its first
victim.

“1-Point”
players (0—-300) will be asked to get a partner and to
sign up at the bulletin board. We will then be asking the
“3-point” and “2-point” players to choose one of the “1-
point” player pairs to form a 4-person team to
participate in the “Eight is Enough” team game to be
held on Sunday December 7th at 1:30 p.m. Depending
upon the number of teams that enter, the event may be
stratified. Teams with 7—8 Player Points will be “A”, 5-6
Player Points will be “B”, and 4 Player Point teams will
be “C".

The overall goal is to introduce more 0-300 players into
the joys of team games. This may also help 0-300
players to be more successful at tournaments. If at all
possible, it is requested that four 2-point level players
do not team up until all of the 1-point pairs have been
teamed up.

This will be a great opportunity for our Club to grow and
strengthen our bonds of friendship and have fun at the
same time.
