We will get money from the
DeGray Tournament.

CLUB MANAGER'’'S REPORT

start on Sunday, May 12, 2009.

There will be no hand records for the Unit-wide
Championship game that will be held in April. The
results of this game should be sent directly to Russ
Jones.

Some players have had some discrepancies in their
masterpoints. Deb said there were several reasons for
that and asked the players call her about their points.
Deb will write an article for the May Newsletter telling

Regional Tournament in late April and earned a total of
over 140 masterpoints for the group. This shows that
when players from Our Club go to tournaments we
usually bring home the bacon (masterpoints).

One of the reasons our members do well in
tournaments is the availability of high quality instruction.
Just during April we had multiple opportunities to
increase our knowledge and enjoyment of the game.
David Siebert was conducting his on-going series of
lessons on the 2/1 Siebert System, with over 20

students. David Cockcroft continued his series of
classes on Competitive Bidding with over 20 students.
Gordon Campbell held a special Vugraph presentation
to demonstrate the capabilities of Bridge Base Online to
over 50 people. Gordon also taught a Saturday morning
session on How to Handle Trumps that got rave
reviews. Allan Siebert gave a presentation to over 30
members on Think and Break the Rules that challenged
us to “get out of the box” and to not rely on clichés, but
to apply our intellects and creativity to playing our
game.

Another of the reasons Our Club is successful at
tournaments is the high level of play at the club. Each
of us has heard or read that to really improve your
game, you must play with and against the higher level
players. Master/Novice Night is just one of those
opportunities to play with a higher ranked player in a
fun filled evening . Each of us has a natural tendency to
stay where we feel comfortable. That has its benefits.
But to improve we each need to stretch ourselves and
get out of the comfort zone. That means that we should
attempt to “play up” at least one level frequently. That
means if we are brand new we should play with
somebody that has been around for 1-2 years. If we
are less than Life Masters we should play in more of
the Open games. The U. S. Marines have an
expression “Pain is weakness leaving the body!”. In our
case challenging ourselves is “Knowledge entering our
minds”.
