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Bridge for Young People

Judy Chapman

By the terms of its section 501(c)(3) status, The Bridge
House focuses its educational programs on “the mature
adult population” of central Arkansas. However, the
LRDBC can offer education to anyone, including young
students. In June, Judy Chapman and Burla Sims
provided a series of six classes to students from The
Anthony School, following the “mini-bridge” system
designed by bridge experts in the U.K. and sponsored
in the U.S. by the Educational Foundation of the ACBL.
The students were bright and eager learners and this
test class was quite a success. After some basic
instruction, the students started playing the mini-bridge
game. The contract is awarded to the player holding the
highest point count; that player then looks at dummy
and chooses a contract at either no trump or a suit.
After the opening lead, the play of the hand and
defense are identical to “real bridge.”

The test class provided an opportunity for the
instructors to practice with younger learners and to find
the strengths and weaknesses of this age group. The
club plans to repeat this experiment in the fall and has
a long-range goal of bringing duplicate bridge to a
much larger group of students in Little Rock. &

| was sitting North playing with Jane Dickey. Playing a
2/1 game force system, 3a suggest slam interest in
spades. Jane made the great bid of 4& showing me the
Ace of clubs. When | asked for controls, Jane told me
two controls with the spade Queen. Based on the
bidding it was easy to visualize Jane’s hand with six
spades headed by the K Q and the Ace of clubs. | was
on my way to 6a until | gave thought to the bidding.
Since we were missing the heart Ace, | bid 6NT. | did
not want my heart King subject to attack on opening
lead. | did not know that Jane had only one heart. Both
slams make; however, playing in notrump scores better
than spades, which gave us an excellent score on the
board. Players are familiar with playing in notrump with
a minor suit fit, but forget to play notrump with a major
suit fit.

One last note: if Jane had cue bid the heart Ace and
not the club Ace, | would have bid 5a. This would have
asked Jane to bid 6& with second round control of
clubs (the unbid suit).

First or second round control means Ace, K x, or
shortness (singleton or void). Some experienced
partnerships elect to tell partner by their response to 5a
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which holding they have. One scheme uses the
following responses to 5a: 5NT = K x of clubs, 6& =
Ace of clubs, 6a = shortness in clubs. v

Bid Analysis: South has a solid opening bid with 12
HCP, two doubletons, and a 5-card major. It should be
passed to East who has a wonderful takeout double.
With 3 hearts instead of 2, East could overcall INT. A
risky (but not terrible) bid—which | would not advise—is
for South to bid 2 e over the double. If you bid like this,
be prepared to be doubled sometimes and be set a lot.

| recommend that West bid 1a with 9 HCP and a flat
hand. Some expert players will jump to 2a on 9 HCP.
East has a borderline raise to 2a showing better than a
minimum takeout double. The Queen doubleton of
hearts is suspect, so let's be conservative and pass 14.
If West has a bad hand, then 2a may be too high. 14
back to South and again bidding 2 e is risky, but it is
seldom right to let the opponents play a suit contract at
the one level.

Judgment and table feel (ESP?) may help here. If the
opponents are known to be conservative bidders, then
maybe you should pass 1a. Any time | have a
reasonable choice between bidding and passing, | bid.

Your lead? Suggested opening lead: heart 3

Lead analysis: partner’s bid suit. | don't like top of
nothing or MUD (middle-up-down). Some do.

Plan your play. Play analysis: Presuming a 3—2 trump
split, declarer has 3 spades, 2 diamonds, and 4 clubs.
Declarer has to decide how to play the spade suit. E/W
have 26 HCP and South has an opening bid. The odds
are that South has the Queen of spades, so you should
play the Ace and King hoping that South had a
doubleton.

Unfortunately, the only 2 points North has is the spade
Queen and it's not doubleton. Making the right play isn’t
always successful in the short run.

Summary: 1-4 spades by West should catch 9 tricks if
played correctly; 10 tricks if played incorrectly. &

Laws of Duplicate Bridge

Law 90—PROCEDURAL PENALTIES

B. Offenses Subject to Procedural Penalty

1. arrival of a contestant after the specified starting
time.

2. unduly slow play by a contestant.

3. discussion of the bidding, play or result of a board
which may be overheard at another table.

4. unauthorized comparison of scores with another
contestant.

5. errors in procedure that require an adjusted score for
any contestant.

This law is printed here so all will know that the
Directors are responsible by law to assess a procedural
penalty to keep the game moving smoothly.

Procedural errors occur anytime boards are played by
the wrong opponents, travelers are looked at for the
wrong board, or slow play causes missing a board. Law
88 states that Average plus is given to the non-
offending side and Average minus is given to the
offending side anytime a procedural penalty must be
assigned. This would be for slow play, unauthorized
information which causes the player to not be able to
play a board, and many more.

Slow participants pose a difficulty for the director in
keeping a well timed game. No one should take more
than 7 minutes to play a hand. You are cheating your
opponents of their time to play their hand if you do. If
you spend too much time discussing a hand, you may
also delay the play of the next round. If the director has
called the round, you should be moving. If you are
having to move 2 boards out of 3 on a regular basis,
you are a slow player. If the director has to hurry you
along, you are a slow player. The Directors know who
are the slow players and try to keep an eye on them to
keep their game moving.

Our club has decided that in order to keep our games
moving in a timely manner that those who have not
started a new board (this means having a bid on the

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table) by the two minute warning should not do so. To
do so delays the game for the rest of the players too
much when most players are already through with the
round and you are just starting a new board. If you
were so slow that you took 19 minutes to play 2 boards,
how can you finish one board in 2 minutes? Some may
still be playing but they will be finished soon. Since we
use the 2-minute warning rule we do not assess a
procedural penalty for slow play, which is the proper
adjusted score of Average minus. At our club, a NO
PLAY is given instead which is equivalent to your
average for that day and will not affect your overall
score.

We should be careful also to not speak about results
aloud. Some have good ears and you may jeopardize
the results on a board by speaking loudly about a
result.

Unauthorized information gained by incorrectly seeing a
traveler score also falls under Law 7 which states that
all at the table are responsible for maintaining proper
conditions of play. ACBL states that it is an improper
condition of play to pull more than one traveler at a time
from the set of boards during a round. Thus if those at
your table do so, you must inform them not to do so
and/or call the director who should assess a procedural
penalty. ACBL actually states that the player should not
be allowed to play the boards for which they pull the
travelers too early even if they do not look at them
improperly. The chance for unauthorized information
being given is too great. &

June Minutes

TREASURER’'S REPORT

David Cockcroft, chairman, announced the LCD
monitor was installed today by John Chapman and
Bryan Lee Williams. Members contributing to this
purchase are Dick Heil, Ann Lewis, Diane Lord, and Art
Pfeifer. Bryan Lee Williams designed the template for
the monitor.

David Cockcroft read the following resolution: “The
equipment committee recommends that the LRDBC
fund CPR/AED training for all active directors. Training
costs are estimated at $45 per person and there are
currently 12 active directors resulting in projected cost
of $540. Directors may fund their own training to reduce
club expenses. Further, additional club members are
encouraged to attend CPR/AED training at their own
expense.

The equipment committee recommends that at least

A non-playing director
receives a minimum of $10 or $2.00 per table,
whichever is higher.

A suggestion from the Director’'s meeting was that
playing directors receive $2.00 per table and a free
play. After discussion, no action was taken. The
LRDBC Board restated its position that our goal is to
have non-playing directors for all games.

SECTIONAL TOURNAMENT

Diane Lord reported she, John Chapman, and Dick
Chapman went with Art Pfeifer to look at the Temple
B’Nai Israel on Rodney Parham Road as a possible site
for a sectional tournament. They all were very
impressed with the facility and think it would be a great
place to have a tournament.

John Chapman and Dick Heil were asked to work
together to place a sectional tournament on the ACBL
calendar for the summer of 2010. It was suggested a
tournament be scheduled for August 2010 and June
2011.

There being no further business, the meeting
adjourned. a

North American Pairs

What are the NAP games being held at the Club all
about? They pay masterpoints 50/50 red and black at
sectional rating. The flights are fixed: A (Open), B (0—
2,000), C (0-500 Non-Life Masters).

Everyone who qualified at the club level can enter the
District level. Top finishers at the District level get to
compete in the finals at the Spring 2009 NABC in Reno.

A highly prestigious "grass roots" event, the North
American Pairs starts at the club level in June, July,
and August. Club-level qualifications may be earned at
any club in any unit in any district. A player may qualify
as often as desired and with as many different partners
as desired. Unit-level qualifiers are optional and held
after Sept. 1 and before the District final, which may be
held after the unit final until the third week in January.
At the District final, both players must have qualified at
the club level and must be members of the parent
District. A fixed amount prize will be awarded in all
flights as follows:

o In Districts with three qualifiers, the 1st place
qualifiers will receive $700 per person and the 2nd
place qualifiers will receive $300 per person. The 3rd
place qualifiers will be invited to participate in the
national level finals, but will not receive any prize.

¢ In Districts with four qualifiers, the 1st and 2nd place
qualifiers will receive $700 per person and the 3rd
place qualifiers will receive $300 per person. The 4th
place qualifiers will be invited to participate in the
national level finals, but will not receive any prize.

Districts get four qualifiers instead of only three based
on participation at the club level, so LRDBC is holding
lots of games to boost our District's numbers.

The monetary award will be available on site. Qualifiers
must play in the national level event until eliminated to
receive the award.

There will be no entry fee for the national level of the
event. ¢
