Recently in a Regional Knockout partner (North) picked
up (both non-vulnerable):

* X = support double, showing 3 diamonds
** Pass = minimum support for spades
**+ 2w = forcing to game!

Partner passed and afterwards | asked three other top-
notch players what they would bid and their respective
answers were Pass, Pass, and 5¢. What is your bid?

The most common mistake that | see made by a top
rated player is they don't visualize partner’'s most
probable hand. Here is what | think the thought process
should be:

1. What are partner’s clubs? Surely 6 or 7 very good
clubs, probably broken if 7 (A Q J 10 x x x; finesse
likely to be on) or else he would have tried for 3NT.

2. Most likely three or four spades based on the fact the
non-vulnerable opponents didn’t take the bidding past
the 2 level.

3. Most definitely three small diamonds (he’d already
shown that).

4. He has a very distributional hand; surely no more
than five losers off the top otherwise he would have
simply bid 3.

5. So since the bidding has proceeded in such a
manner to be able to show this sort of hand there has
been created a perfect storm and even with your
aggressive 2 bid you have a golden fit—a singleton
spade, three cover cards in diamonds, and a club fit
which you haven’t promised. Your final bid should be
64 knowing with a seventh club almost certainly it will
make!

My next talk will probably be sometime in October on
this all-important subject of visualizing and counting.
Let’s all be winners and be for each other.

EQUIPMENT COMMITTEE

David Cockcroft reported the Automated External
Defibrillator has been installed and the training
complete.

The Equipment Committee, on behalf of TBH Education

Bill Kinneman moved and David Cockcroft
seconded LRDBC pay each LRDBC pair that qualifies
and goes to the NAOP Tournament in Vicksburg, MS
an additional $50 by the Club. These pairs must have
their dues paid to ACBL and the LRDBC.

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Visiting Michaels
Gordon Campbell

Many of us play Michaels but is it really that beneficial?
In Little Rock, many players use the short-club in which
a 1« opening bid promises only a 2+ club suit as
opposed to the standard 3+ club suit. Have you often
found yourself as overcaller with a decent hand and
holding a club suit? Were you been irritated before you
had to Pass? If so, read on.

A popular alternative is to overcall with 2& as natural.
Your strength should be about the same as an opening
bid—as if you were overcalling with 2& over any other
1-level opener.

When did you last overcall with 2 ¢ over their 1&
opener? Most play it as weak (except perhaps when
vulnerable) but it is too low to be effective interference.
Try playing it as Michaels instead.

So in summary, over whatever minor they open, we can
play a 2 overcall as natural and a 2 ¢ overcall as
Michaels.

What about Michaels over their 1v or 1a opening bid?
Some questions:

» If Opponents declare will they play the hand better
because they know your shape?

» Would you have reached the same contract if you
had simply overcalled naturally?

» Would the Opponent’s have defended your major-
suit contract worse if they were not warned that you
held a side 5-card suit?

» Have you agreed to play Michaels as either weak
or strong but not intermediate?

» Have you (or should you have) gone for a number
at the 3-level recently?

If you have a nagging feeling that Michaels isn’'t gaining
you very much over their major opening, then
experiment with a variant of the Astro convention. This
shows 4—6 instead of 5-5. As before, the major is
known but the minor is unknown. Some observations:

» 4-6's are usually very hard to bid because they are
unsuitable for a takeout double

» Overcalling the 6-card minor often results in

“losing” the vital 4-card major

> Advancer (overcaller’'s partner) now fears less
about no fit at the 3-level because he can find
overcaller’s 6-card suit—which feels much safer
than a mere 5-card suit!

Astro unfortunately occurs less often than Michaels.

Usually 2-level cuebids are no longer alertable, but if
you choose to play anything described above then you
must alert. Enjoy the visit. v

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From the Director’s Corner

Slow games will always be with us. Sometimes things
happen that the director cannot control no matter if she
is a playing director or a hon-playing director. The
director is ultimately responsible for the smooth
movement of his game.

Things that slow up games include boards that get
played by the wrong people and people that go to the
wrong table. These things happen infrequently but slow
everyone down. Directors have to be sympathetic to
new players who boldly play in open games. We are so
happy to have them and look forward to seeing them
again. The big games move themselves most of the
time. The smaller open games can be a problem
because of the random movement that occurs.

Limited games do not play as many boards and can be
out in a specified time. Sometimes some players play
so few boards that they feel cheated but not too often.

Slow players are the number one problem in making for
slow games. We need to recognize who we are and try
to move faster. No one wants to say that a player
cannot take the needed time to play any hand. The chat
that occurs between hands is what is at issue. We need
to save our post mortems and our lessons for the
completion of the round if we have the time to do so
then. We need to limit the time we take to score the
hands especially with travelers and the time we take
discussing what others did.

To keep from having slow games the club bought a
game clock. We established a policy based on the
game clock and now we are asking all directors to
adhere to the policy as established. If all the directors
use the clock for making their hard decisions to make
someone take a no play, no one should be angry with

the director for not getting to play a board. If you have
to wait and now have to take a no play we are sorry,
but this is just the nature of the game. It is a game of
chance.

The clock has a two minute warning beep. When the
two minute warning goes off, start no new bidding
sequence. The director should not have to come and
ask you to not play a board. The warning beep should
be enough for you to start no new board. Mark NP on
your score sheet and move on. The ACBL policy for
late play is to give a procedural penalty of average
minus if you are late to move for a round. If you have
not started bidding a board by the two minute warning,
you are not going to be able to move for the next round
on time. A no play gives you your own average while an
average minus does punish you for slowing up the
game. No director wants to punish their players but will
be asked to do so if people start a board when asked to
take a no play.

Seven minutes per board is plenty of time for us to play
all of our boards even if we have a difficult board to play
or defend. Don't be unfair and take your opponents
time and cause them to have to rush through a board
because of your slow play. And don’t be unfair to the
whole room by sneaking in a bid after the two minute
warning. Remember those following slow players are
always waiting and this can be frustrating.

We will ask the directors to announce the two minute
warning since some of the players seem to not hear it.
We will also ask the directors to give average minus to
everyone who does start late.

If your opponent starts to bid after the two-minute
warning, please ask them to not do so. You will also get
an average minus if they do start late. Be fair to the
whole club. No one likes to wait.

Seven minutes per board is the acceptable time to play
a hand. That means that any open game should last at
least three hours and 9 minutes. It takes at least five
minutes to set up the game. Thus you should expect to
stay at the Bridge House three hours and fifteen
minutes from the beginning of the game at least. You
should always allow three and half hours to be there
just in case. If everyone got to the game earlier the
director could get the game set up faster. Those
coming in at the last minute keep us all waiting too.
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There are exceptions to the three and a half hour rule.
Friday night is party night. We play seven and half
minutes per board so as to play a more relaxed game.
The morning games run themselves time wise and are
not put on the clock. The limited games play fewer
boards. The Tuesday night game needs to get out on
time for those who work and thus the director is asked
to strictly adhere to seven minutes per board. If you
have to take a no play remember to be kind to those
who have to go to work early the next morning. The
week-end games should be a bit more relaxed also.

We are going to ask that you strictly adhere to the 2
minute warning. If someone starts after that an average
minus will be given to the whole table. No tolerance.

SOS Redouble

Sitting south on the last board of a pleasant but up and
down afternoon game | picked up: 4 A109, ¥ Q 10 9 x
X, ¢ 109, & 10 9 x. RHO opened 1+. | briefly
considered overcalling 1#, but vulnerable with only 6
HCP’s and no great desire for a heart lead, it would
have been a bad bid. My LHO bid 1v. Saved by the
bridge gods again!

Partner passed, RHO rebid 1NT, which was passed
back to partner, who reopened with a balancing double.
The auction so far was:

Now what? Do | bid 2& or 2, hoping to hit partner’s
better 4-card suit? | decided to show my 5-card heart
suit and bid 2v. LHO, who bid hearts originally,
doubled and my partner redoubled. Since making a
doubled contract almost always results in a good score,
it makes sense to use a redouble for a different
purpose. In this situation, a redouble is used as a
warning that there is no fit and a plea to bid something
else. Hence, it is called an “SOS Redouble.” Trusting
my partner as always, | bid 2a and all passed. The
complete auction was:

Well, there’s nothing like ending the day in a 3-3 fit,
especially when you have a better 5-3 fit available.
With the spade King onside, 2v doubled and redoubled
is easy to make for +840. 2a was down 1 for -100.

With 3 hearts partner should have passed 2v doubled.
Although | thought my 2w bid was natural, showing 5
hearts, partner thought | was cue bidding the
opponent’s suit. Don’'t make a bid that may confuse
your partner. Keep in mind, just because you know
what your bid means doesn’t mean partner will. &
