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 standards but about what one would expect in a 
privately owned, for-profit club. 

Although the playing area was extremely quiet and did 
not have the social ambiance of the LRDBC, we were 
warmly greeted and were made to feel welcome 
throughout the session. We are not fluent in Spanish 
but got by in the game just fine. Bidding boxes were a 
big help, as we didn’t understand the names being 
used for the four suits. We also didn’t understand the 
suit notations on the traveler scores. There seemed to 
be enough English comprehension that our alerts and 
announcements were understood. (We used the Alert 
card from the bid box). On one occasion we did have 
some difficulty explaining a 2♥ response to a strong 2♣ 
opener, and finally said “nothing” with some hand 
motions suggesting nil values and got the message 
across. Almost every opposing pair was using Standard 
American or other five-card major system, and alerting 
of bids by the opponents was rare. No one was using a 
convention card of any kind. 

The quality of play was high and we made more than 
our usual number of errors, so we finished near the 
bottom of the field. The movement was interesting: it 
was a Scrambled Mitchell in which we started round 
one as an E/W pair and moved to higher tables as 
normal; after the fourth round, we switched to NS but 
continued to move to higher tables through the rest of 
the session. 

All in all it was an interesting experience and one more 
opportunity to expand our bridge horizons. We 
encourage other players to play outside our club 
whenever possible; it’s a good way to make new friends 
and practice the game in a different environment. ♠

A few rules about irregularities and calling the director 
exist that you should know. 

When can players call attention to an irregularity? 

LAW 9 states that during the auction any player can call 
attention to an irregularity whether or not it is that 
player’s turn to call. Also the declarer or defenders may 
call attention to an irregularity during play. Dummy may 
not call attention to an irregularity until after the play is 
complete, but dummy may try to prevent another 
player’s committing an irregularity. 

What happens if a player revokes on the current trick? 

LAW 63 states that a revoke is established when the 
offender or his or her partner leads or plays to the next 
trick. When a player believes he revoked on the current 
trick, he should immediately call the director. LAW 62 
states the player will be allowed to correct the revoke 
and the misplayed card will be a penalty card. ♣

Should you try for game with only 11 HCP opposite a 
partner who has a passed hand? All of our experts said 
yes on Hand 1 below. 

Hand 1: 

 East West 
 ♠ Q J 8 4 ♠ K 10 9 7 5 
 ♥ J 3 ♥ K Q 7 5 4 
 ♦ A Q J 10 8 ♦ K 9 5 
 ♣ J 3 ♣ — 

East has 12 HCP, but with only 1½ quick tricks and two 
doubleton Jacks, chose not to open. West opened 1♠ 
in third seat. East bid 2♣ (Reverse Drury) showing a 
limit raise or better in spades. Because East passed 
originally, West signed off in 2♠, missing the lay-down 
game. 

Most of our experts agreed with East’s decision to pass 
in first seat. All agreed with West’s 1♠ opening and the 
2♣ Reverse Drury response. The panel unanimously 
thought that West should try for game by bidding 2♥ in 
response to partner’s 2♣ bid, and that East should then 
bid 4♠. The auction would go as follows: 

 East West 
 P 1♠ 
 2♣* 2♥ 
 4♠ 
* Reverse Drury 

Hand 2: The next problem hand for our expert panel 
concerned how to reach a slam in a minor suit. 

 South North 
 ♠ Q J 8 2 ♠ A 9 7 
 ♥ A J 6 4 ♥ K 10 3 
 ♦ 6 ♦ A K 10 
 ♣ K Q 7 3 ♣ A 9 8 6 

South opens 1♣. How should North proceed? Most of 
the experts started the auction with natural bids until 
North jumps to 2♠, the fourth suit, which is totally 
artificial and game forcing. 

 South North 
 1♣ 1♦ 
 1♥ 2♠* 
* Fourth Suit Forcing 

At this point South makes a natural rebid of 2NT and 

North bids 3♣ to show club support. South continues 
with 3NT after which North takes control of the auction 
by asking for Aces. All of the experts but one prefer 6♣ 
as the final contract, not 6NT. Hands with 4–4 fits and 
singletons should be played in a suit contract. You want 
to play in the slam with the highest probability of 
success. The fact that no-trump also makes is 
irrelevant. 

 South North 
 1♣ 1♦ 
 1♥ 2♠* 
 2NT 3♣ 
 3NT 4NT** 
 5♥*** 6♣ 
*fourth suit forcing 
** Roman Key Card for clubs 
*** Two Key Cards plus the club Queen 

Two of the experts have special systems for strong 
minor suit auctions. One uses a single raise in clubs 
(1♣–2♣) as a forcing bid (inverted minors), and the 
other uses a jump shift in the other minor (1♣–2♦) to 
show a game force with club support. In all of the 
auctions, it was important for North to let partner know 
that game was assured at as low a level as possible to 
allow for proper slam investigation. 

6♣ is not a great contract. You have only 10 top tricks 
and will need to find the heart Queen and/or have some 
luck in spades to make your slam. If you are going to 
bid like an expert, you’ll have to learn to play like one 
too.
