Ok, let’s count the sure tricks: two spades, one heart, 
two diamonds, and no clubs, for a total of five SURE 
tricks (you have the Ace in the suit). 

Counting losers (at suit contracts) is a little bit different. 
There are two types of losers—Quick Losers (you don’t 
have the Ace in the suit) and Slow Losers (you have 
the Ace but are missing the King, etc). 

Let’s try two hands. The contract is 4♠ in both cases 
and the opponents have not bid. The opening lead is 
the diamond Ace:

Stayman, Blackwood, Reverse Drury, Kokish Game 
Tries—when will it ever stop? It seems that new 
conventions are appearing faster than we can master 
the old ones. In one of the tournaments I played with 
Carl Gray, we listed all of the conventions we used in 
the 5 days we played. That was over 250 bridge hands! 
We used Stayman, negative doubles, and Weak 
Twos—that was it! 

What we do use every single hand is The Play of the 
Hand; we use those skills both as Declarer and as 
Defender.  

During the next few months we will be going over some 
of the basic concepts and procedures that we will be 
using on a daily basis. We will not be covering 
Crocodile Coups, Criss-cross squeezes, and Morton’s 
Fork primarily because I would not have the foggiest 
idea of what they are! 

After the opening lead, the very first thing the Declarer 
should do is remember the objective. How many tricks 
do I need to win (notrump contracts)? How many losers 
can I afford (suit contracts)? Declarer should then start 
counting Winners and Losers. Winners are easy to 
count. Aces are winners. Kings with Aces in the same
