With none vulnerable in second seat as North, I was 
dealt the following hand: 

♠ A Q 2 
♥ — 
♦ 6 4 
♣ A K Q J 10 9 5 2 

Since it looked too strong to open just 1♣, I opened 2♣. 
After all, I could surely take 9 tricks. 

After East put in a lead-directing bid of 2♦, my partner, 
Dick Heil, bid 3♦, and West passed. 

I know that Dick would pass with a good hand and 
double with a bad hand, so at first I was confused. After 
some thought, I decided he was asking for a diamond 
stopper. I decided to bid 4♣, which was my first chance 
to show my suit. 

With the opponents silent now, Dick bid 6NT. Okay, so I 
was wrong; he wasn’t asking for a stopper. He must 
have 5 diamonds with honors. But look at my two little 
red cards. I couldn’t stand to see him sweat if I were to 
become dummy, so I pulled the contract to 7♣. 

The lead was the diamond King. Indeed, the dummy 
held 5 diamonds: A J x x x. At this point, I began to 
wonder if West had started with a void, but “no double, 
no trouble.”

Now consider the bad breaks for EW in the board: 

• The spade king will lose to South’s AQ.  
• The diamond king and club king are “offside” and 

each finesse will lose. 
• Hearts split 4–1 and North will almost certainly win a 

natural trump trick. 
• The clubs split 4–1 and South will usually win 2 club 

tricks, unless clubs are led. 

The odds of a King being unfavorably located is 1 in 2, 
so the odds of all three Kings being unfavorably located 
is (roughly?) 1 in 8. With five cards out, a 4–1 
distribution occurs less than 30% of the time, so the 
odds of two 4–1 distributions is less than 10%. Note, 
too, that, in each case the hand with four cards in the 
suit is located unfavorably! 

Without going into weird probability theory, the odds of 
all of the “bad breaks” above occurring in the same 
board is less than 1%! If the NS cards were randomly 
shuffled and dealt a large number of times, I would 
estimate that the EW cards would make game at least 
80% of the time. The heart game should have been bid, 
in spite of the bad outcome on this deal! Take the 
“double dummy” analysis as a useful guideline, but one 
which will sometimes be misleading! 

As an example of this, look at what would happen if the 
North and South hands are swapped, giving North the 
South hand and South the North hand. All finesses 
work, and a careful declarer could deal with the bad 
splits and might make 6♥. That would not mean that 6♥ 
is the proper contract! 

Bidding the heart game in this case is good bridge. 
Getting set is a bad outcome. Good bridge does not 
always result in a good outcome. The cards set this 
contract! The contracts that will “make” in the “double 
dummy” analysis are not necessarily those that anyone 
in their right mind will bid! 

As an aside, one other feature of the computer board 
records may have escaped many players. If you put 
your mouse over the East hand on this board, you will 
see a box that shows several evaluation measures for 
that hand: 

The play was straightforward. I ruffed a heart and 
pulled trumps. I led my spade Ace and Queen and then 
prayed for a 3–3 split. Hooray! I threw my losing 
diamond on the last spade taking 1440 and a top 
board. ♣

(Mis)Using Hand records – A 
Simple Example 
Jim Gauntt 

The new system at the LRDBC which allows us to print 
detailed hand records has generated a lot of talk and 
some confusion. A board came up in the Tuesday 
afternoon game which illustrates how the hand records 
can cause that confusion:

Below the hand record is an analysis of the contracts 
that can be made: 

EW 2♥; NS 3♦; N 1N; EW 2♣; NS 1♠ 

The typical result on this board was that East–West bid 
game and were set. Note that the analysis shows EW 
can make 2♥. This is a “double dummy” analysis that 
shows the result if all four players were able to “see” 
every card and make the best possible play on every 
trick. However, if you look at the hands for EW, anyone 
I know would want to be in 4♥. 

Typical bidding probably went: 
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20 HCP 
20 Length Points 
21 Shortness Points 
21 Support Points 
 6 Controls 
 4 Quick Tricks 
 6 Losers 

Similar evaluation measures are shown for each hand. 
Most of the measures are probably easy to understand. 
Two may require additional explanation: the calculation 
for “Controls” is done by adding 2 points for each Ace 
and 1 point for each King.: “Losers” appears to be the 
Losing Trick Count described by Ron Klinger in his 
book Modern Losing Trick Count. (A good discussion of 
that method can be found in Wikipedia: 
en.wikipedia.org/wiki/losing-trick_count). Novices 
should be aware of the many ways to evaluate a hand. 

A careful analysis of hand records provides you with 
feedback that can improve your game measurably—
just be sure that you understand the meaning of the 
records when you go through them! ♠

When you have transportation problems, sometimes 
you need to lose one or two tricks early in order to 
develop a suit. In this case, the expected distribution of 
your key suit is ___ and ___ which is a 68% chance. In 
order to make your contract, you need to deliberately 
lose ___ trick(s) in the ___ suit. 

For the newer player, Rule #1 is: If you have enough 
sure tricks to make your contract—Go Git ‘em. When 
you become a more experienced player, you may get 
greedy and try for overtricks and go down one or more 
tricks like all the “Big” people are doing!!! 

Rule #2: Sometimes you need to lose tricks early to 
preserve communications between declarer’s and 
dummy’s hands. 

Next month, we’ll discuss the DANGER OPPONENT 
and who NOT to lose a trick to. ♦
