Dick Heil moved and Helen Buchanan seconded the
motion to approve the minutes of the April 2010
meeting as published in the May Newsletter. The
motion carried.

PRESIDENT’'S REPORT

David Cockcroft opened the meeting by mentioning the
recent death of Jack Tidball who was a Board member,
our representative to Unit 161, a tremendous at-the-
table mentor, and a friend to many. In keeping with the
by-laws which say a replacement shall be chosen by
the Board, a committee of Sheila Mehaffy (Chairman),
Diane Lord, and Rick Lowens will make a
recommendation to the Board. Each Board member is
encouraged to submit names to Sheila for her
committee’s consideration.

Cockcroft noted and thanked the Board for its
participation in the April Master/Novice game, which
was a great success with 16 tables. He also noted that
there are some games with poor attendance and
mentioned that there had been some suggestions to
make changes to some of the games to increase
participation. One suggestion was to make the Tuesday
evening and the Saturday games charity games to
draw more players with the enhanced point awards. All
suggestions have been referred to the Game
Development Committee for further consideration.

TREASURER’S REPORT

Rick Lowens reported that table counts continue to
increase. The April table count of 374.5 was the highest
ever for the month of April and the year-to-date table
count is up 154.5 over last year at this time. Net income
for the five months year-to-date is $6,151 with April
showing a net loss of $572.49 on income of $6,141.34
and expenses of $6,713.83. This compares to a 2009
year-to-date net income of $6,699. There are 319 paid
members at April 30—19 more than last year at that
date.

Dick Heil moved and Bill Kinneman seconded a motion
to accept the report. The motion carried.

GAME DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE

Bill Kinneman presented the report of the Game
Development Committee. He mentioned that
attendance at the Master/Novice game had been
dropping off recently although the game had 16 tables
in April.

North American
Pairs qualifying games will be held throughout July and
August with two scheduled for open games and three
for limited games.
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HEAD DIRECTOR’S REPORT

Deb Phillips reported that some director’s calls have
been inconsistent in a few areas. She will meet with all
the directors to see that this is corrected.

OLD BUSINESS

After a lengthy discussion regarding the use of the
percentage function on the Bridge Mates, Rick Lowens
moved and Deb Phillips seconded a motion to show the
percentages on a trial and temporary basis in the
Monday day game and the Tuesday and Friday
evening games, with the exception of Master/Novice
game. The Board will continue to review the procedure
and its effect on the game. The motion carried.

Art Pfeiffer asked that Board if more information on any
classes currently being taught or planned can be
presented at future meetings.

NEW BUSINESS

Dick Heil moved that the club continue to reimburse

Ask the Experts

David Cockcroft

Hand 1: Before you open a moderate hand at the one-
level you should consider what you will rebid after
partner makes a minimum response. Hands with four
diamonds and five clubs can be difficult to bid. Consider
this rather common hand: K J x, x, J 10 x x, AK X X X.
With 12 HCP and 2% quick tricks (A K= 2 and K = %),
are you going to open 1&? If so, what are you planning
to rebid if partner responds 1v?

Every possible rebid is flawed: You shouldn’t rebid 1NT
with a singleton heart; 14 would show four; 24 is a
reverse showing 16+ HCP; and a rebid of 2& usually
promises six clubs.

Our expert panel was divided on this hand. Half would
open 1 and rebid 2« after the 1v response. The
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concern, of course, is that if partner has two diamonds
and three clubs, she will always take you back to
diamonds. Then you’ll be playing in an inferior 4-2 fit
rather than the much better 5-3 fit in clubs.

Others disagreed with that approach and would open
14 with this hand; however, they are divided about
what to rebid. Most preferred to rebid 24 because of
the strong suit. One chose a rather unusual approach
by rebidding 1a with only three; he maintained that
opening 1 and rebidding 2 was absolutely the wrong
thing to do.

One of our experts chose to rebid 1NT and another
chose not to open the hand because of the rebid
problem but noted if she were to open, she would bid
1¢ and rebid 2.

There is no right or wrong answer to this problem. You
should discuss this type of hand with your regular
partners to avoid future misunderstandings.

Hand 2: As North you pickupAQ97 3, AKJ 10,107,
A K. With 21 HCP and both majors, what is your plan
for bidding this hand? At the table, North chose to open
14, planning to jump shift in hearts. The subsequent
auction went:

North South

14 1NT* (forcing)
3v 4v

All pass

South’'s handwas —, Q96 32, AKJ 84, xx x. With a
void in partner’s suit and three worthless clubs, South
chose not to explore for slam.

All the experts agreed that South erred by bidding only
4v and North was justified in passing. The panel
preferred a control showing cuebid of 4 ¢ by South or
thought South should simply take control of the auction
by bidding 4NT (RKC for hearts). Most would get to 6%
easily and some suggested that 7 v is not too difficult to
reach.

All but one of the experts preferred opening the North
hand 2&. The auction might proceed as follows:

North South

2% 2¢

24 3v

4NT (RKC) 5& (1 control)
5¢ (Queenask) 6¢ (¢Qand ¢K)
7v
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Once North discovers that South has one key card,
which must be the diamond Ace, together with the
trump Queen and the diamond King, it is easier to bid
the grand slam.

The Path to Knockout Gold

Bill Cardin

We advanced to the second round of knockouts at the
Hot Springs Regional Tournament and, after 19 of the
final 24 boards, we were up about 15 International
Match Points (IMPs). Third-round gold was close. Still,
the opponents could get hot or we might stumble, so |
looked for more IMPs to assure our second-round
victory.

Board 20 was the clincher. | remember it well. Sitting
West, all vulnerable, | picked up six diamonds to the A
K, five clubs to the A Q J, two little hearts, and a spade
void. We could surely get some safety IMPs if we could
find a minor suit fit.

The bidding and my thinking:

West 1

North 14 (Gotcha covered)
East 2v (Great!)

South 2a (Hmmm?)

West 3

East 4« (A BIG FIT game or better plus safety IMPs.

Go for it!)

West 4NT (Roman Key Card)

North DOUBLE (spades plus)

East 5w (two of three key cards, likely club King and
heart Ace)

West 6

North DOUBLE (Hope my partner has the heart Ace.)

All pass

North leads the expected spade Ace against 6&X.

My partner tables what we need—if the opponents’
cards behave. Terrific!!!! Uh, could use one more
trump. But the safety IMPs are wrapped up—IF. ..

Me Dummy

o — A XX

v XX v AKX XXX
¢ AKX XXX * XX
*AQJxx % K10 x

Please follow the play and my inner thoughts on this
path to gold.

Ruff the spade ace. (More safety IMPs, please.) Play
Ace and King of diamonds and they follow. (We need
the IMPs.) Ruff small diamond high, setting up my
hand. (IMPs are in sight.) Play dummy's other high club
and low club back to hand to draw all trumps with my
last one. (Yes, the safety IMPs are ours.)

I now have all five remaining tricks for six clubs doubled
and an overtrick. | hold three good diamonds and two
hearts for the dummy’s Ace and King. (What is the IMP
value of a doubled-vulnerable overtrick? Two more or
four? Two! No, three! Or maybe five more IMPs just for
that extra trick. We should gain at least that much. Well,
possibly.)

Suddenly | am concerned. Why have | called for the
heart Ace? Oh, | see. While adding up the safety IMPs
in my mind, | have led out a small heart. There is no
way back to my hand. The three good diamonds are
useless. Contract not made. To compound the bobble, |
play a small heart from board, hoping North must
eventually return a heart. Crazy!! Not with spades to

So it was. 6%X making 7 would have meant 1640 or 17
IMPs. Losing by 800 cost 13 IMPs. At the other table,
5& bid and made for 600 or 12 IMPs. It was a 30-IMP
swing from what should have been. Instead of leading
by 20 IMPs, we trailed by 10. With the biggest one-
hand outright foolish botch | ever made or saw or even
heard about, | put our opponents on their path to gold.

Lesson learned? | guess so. In knockouts, while playing
the hand do not compute the IMPs. If you try to figure
the value of your winning margin while playing, you
may become IMPnotized!!!! &
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Conspiracy Theory—Part |
(Computer Hands and You!)

John Chapman

This month | begin a series of short articles focused on

our experiences using the dealer and generated hands.

I will discuss the “randomness” of hands generated,
address some member fears of “purposely tricky”
hands, and share (just a few!) statistics about the
hands we’ve been playing since December 2009.

First of all, I'd like to recognize the excellent article
written by Jim Gauntt, “(Mis)Using Hand Records—A
Simple Example,” from last month’s Newsletter. It is
rare to read an article and say, “I wish | had thought to
write that!” Great job, Jim!

Jim's article focused on a 26-point, good 8—card-fit
heart contract. With a good auction, best declarer play,
and best defense, this hand goes down 2! Some might
be concerned that this was an example of a “designer
hand.” That is, we would tell the computer to “design”
hands that drive auctions to un-makeable contracts, or
to hide makeable games or slams. This is not the case.

In another example, assume your partner opens a
strong 1NT. With 10 HCP, you respond with Stayman,
finding your 4—4 spade fit. You go down a trick in 44
when 3 NT was a laydown. Did we have the computer
"do" this to you on purpose? NO!

The process which creates our hands is amazingly
simple. Avoiding any techno-speak, the computer
tosses (theoretically!) a randomly-ordered deck on the
floor and picks up 13 random cards at a time to create
four hands. There are NO rules, constraints, targeted
distributions, imagined contracts, fits, etc. We do not
select “tricky” hands nor do we eliminate “easy” hands.
Again, there are NO limits placed upon the computer
and there is no human interaction.

The really hard part of this process is the double-
dummy analysis described so well in Jim’s article.
While it takes just a few seconds to create a 30- or 36-
board session, the double-dummy process determining

makeable contracts takes up to 30 minutes per session.

So, to repeat myself, we are not manipulating the
hands you are playing. (Yes, | know...you're tired of
hearing me say that!)

This month, I'll leave you with a very simple statistic.
Since the end of December 2009, the hands we've
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played have averaged approximately 10 HCP in every
direction. The West hands have averaged the lowest at
9.94 HCP. With a perfect sample, every hand would
average exactly 10 HCP. Given the exceptionally small
size of our sample (~40,000 hands), we should have
confidence that the system is working well.

Next month, I'll share information about 8-card (and
better) fits, hand shapes, and the partnership point
holdings of our computer-generated deals. a

Pleasant Valley Drive. Sunday Swiss Teams will be at
the LRDBC.

Lew Johnston will get the unit tables and bid boxes.
The BridgeMates will be used and there will be hand
records. Registration gifts are a pencil and a convention
card holder.
