Who is the dangerous opponent?

It could be the opponent with a long suit all ready to run
at a no trump contract.

It could be the opponent with a short suit, just itching to
use his trumps to ruin your day.

It could be the opponent all set to pin your Kings or
Queens against their partner’s higher cards.

As a general rule, the opponents are a nasty lot,
without any sense of humor. They just sit there trying
their best to ruin your contract.

How do you identify the dangerous opponent? At a no
trump contract, the opponent with the long suit is the
dangerous one. For example:

North
¢75
West East
+KQJ109 ¢832
South (You)
+A64

West is the dangerous opponent. You can'’t afford to let
West gain the lead to run his diamonds. The hold-up
play is the method to thwart this opponent. You duck
diamonds until the third round, hoping to run East out of
diamonds so that, if East gets in the lead, he will not be
able to return his partner’s long suit. The hold-up play is
a great tool—but if you have the tricks you need, go get
‘em. Don’t risk your contract.

Here is another situation:

North
v62
West East
vAQ963 vJ102
South (You)
vK85

Now who is the dangerous opponent? As long as West
is in the lead your heart King is safe. If East gets in the
lead, he will lead a heart, pinning your King against his
partner’'s Ace. So you have to keep EAST out of the
lead. Let’s look at another example:

Contract: 4v (Let’s not discuss the bidding!!)

Lead: Spade Jack

North South (You)

¢+ AKQG6 ¢+ 84

Who is the dangerous opponent? What card in the
South hand is at risk?

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The Last Hand

Gordon Campbell

It was the last hand of eight full days of play in the
Canadian Championships. So let me count: 50 + 60 +
60 + 50 + 64 + 72 + 128 = 484 hands. Everything was a
blur. Over 60 boards a day isn’t so bad but everything
is much slower playing with screens and bidding
trays—about 9-10 hours per day. It sure is nice not
having to look at partner though. He probably feels
even more strongly! Screens are very relaxing because
you can look around, even towards partner, without
feeling ethically encumbered.

We had gone into the last set of 16 boards, up 25
IMPs—a nice margin but certainly not comfortable. We
had bid a grand on the second board which luckily
made but | had given those IMPs right back on two
uncharacteristically pessimistic actions. Someone once
said that the key to maintaining a lead is to “play to
win,” not to “play to not lose.” That went through my
mind and | tried to shape up. It is true though, when you
play to avoid losing, you become less aggressive and
play too safely and get tight. A couple of breaks for the
opponents and they are right back in it. | think this
applies to most sports.

Anyway, here we were—the last to finish. | thought we
were about even or maybe down a few IMPs if they
also bid the grand. People wanted to clear out! BBO
commentators were apparently saying their goodbyes
and thank you’s.

LHO opened 1v, Partner doubled, RHO passed.
lheld: AAJ864,v10532, ¢ J83, &« K
| bid 2a, LHO rebid 3w, and partner bid 44.

LHO led the heart King, dummy won. Now what? Think
carefully before you continue!

Well, | didn’t think—I just wanted it to be all over and to
compare scores!! Accordingly | played the spade King
and LHO showed out. | then realized the hand can no
longer be made. Scary! A baby hand too. Count your
tricks—you have 5 spades, 1 heart, 2 diamonds, and 1

high heart ruff for only 9 tricks. Opponents should deny
you the third diamond trick because you need to draw
all the trumps first, and then you either lose your high
heart ruff or you may have no entries back to cash the
last diamond.

After winning the heart Ace, playing the spade King,
and receiving bad trump news, | played a club on which
RHO flew with his Ace. He returned a trump—not that it
mattered. | played two rounds of diamonds. LHO
ducked the first, but erred by winning the second round
and returning the heart Queen. | ruffed high, drew
trumps, and still held a diamond to get back to the
board to now score 3 diamond tricks in total—contract
making. Whew! If LHO had either ducked the diamond
one more time or even won and returned a third round
of diamonds, the contract goes down. Luckily no one
noticed, especially the BBO commentators.

My first play should have been a club to sever their
communications, and then keep both high trumps on
the board for ruffing high, because the opponents
‘distributions should have been anticipated on the
auction. Luckily the result didn’t matter, but it so easily
might have. | wish all my errors only cost 1 IMP. Next
article | will try and find something good that | did but |
will need to search much harder. Mistakes are always
so much easier to find! v
